Once the materials have been submitted, evaluated, and received by Yeshiva University, 
send a cover letter addressed to Dean Karen Bacon describing your interest in entering 
the helping profession of medicine and requesting scholarship consideration. Please 
include your name, address, and YU ID in the heading.
